Experts: Indiana's deficiencies could jeopardize worker 

safety 

 
Indiana’s workplace safety agency has too few inspectors, is slow to 

investigate complaints and fails to recognize deadly hazards, accord-

ing to an annual federal monitoring report. 

Experts say those problems could put the safety of Hoosier workers 

in jeopardy. They suggest many of the problems are indicative of a 

state that prioritizes a business-friendly environment and sees regu-

lation as a potential impediment to economic growth. 

 

Gov. Mike Pence disagreed with that assessment. He said through a 

spokesman that his administration “takes workplace safety very seri-

ously.” 

"Any accusations of partisan mismanagement are cynical and un-

founded,” said Matt Lloyd, a spokesman for the governor. “Indiana’s 

workplace injury rate is the second lowest on record, and the admin-

istration is always working for improvement as it continues to build 

one of the best business environments in the country." 

 

The issues highlighted in the report are nothing new for the Indiana 

Occupational Safety and Health Administration, which has struggled 

with inadequate staffing for years and has one of the lowest funding 

levels in the nation.
